Standards for Surface Mine Berms And Surface Pit Illumination

1. The dump area shall be walked during the pre-shift examination to check for visible cracks or depressions. This applies only to elevated dumps. 
2. Berms at dumps will be of suitable height and width, but in no case lower than the mid-axle of the largest truck dumping at the site. Where dumps are used by trucks of various size, management shall implement procedures to segregate dumping areas and identify which areas are to be used by each size truck. 
3. Bulldozer operators will be used to spot trucks dumping on hollow fills and back stacking highwalls unless a waiver is in place for that particular operation. Any such waiver must include specific procedures to be followed and must be signed by the resource group president. 
4. All active dumps and highwall areas shall be adequately illuminated, either by the use of light plants or other suitable light sources. Light sources shall be positioned so as to minimize glare and not cause interference with the operator’s vision. 
5. In areas where light plants cannot be used, the following provisions will apply: 
· Lights will be installed on the truck mirrors or cab and positioned in such a manner as to allow them to shine directly on the area around the rear tires on each side of the truck. 
· Front-end loaders used to illuminate highwalls will be equipped with high intensity lights. 
· Extra high intensity lights will be mounted on the boom, cab and rear of excavators used to illuminate highwalls and pit areas. 
· Machines operating in areas where light plants are not provided will utilize lights with a higher illumination factor.
